Let us pray for women who are victims of violence, that they 

may be protected by society and have their sufferings considered and heeded by all," he 

said…  “For the financial year 2020/2021, the AFP (Australian Federal Police) received 224 

reports of human trafficking, slavery and slavery-like offences. So far this financial year the 

AFP has received 111 reports,” said Detective Inspector Staunton.
