King George Monument, South Yarra. You can walk or catch a tram
from the city.

Walk Finish Time (estimate): 12:00 PM
Location: Parliament House

Toilets: There will be public toilets at both the start and finish points.

Parking: The nearest car parking is on Birdwood Avenue and St Kilda
Road (ticketing required). Disabled access bays are opposite the
Shrine on both sides of Birdwood Avenue.

Tram: Take any southbound tram from Federation Square (except
route number 1) to stop 19 Shrine of Remembrance.

What else is on during the day? On arriving at Parliament, there will
be a presentation of the final Yoorrook Submission. After, you're
invited to stay in the CBD for a community celebration at Federation
Square starting at 2:00 PM.
